Do dhikr, salah, ilm, A A 8 xsdd&gah, helping a brother, keeping relations, obeying
parents...you will find what you incline to. In those deeds, exert yourself. You will find
others that are not as easy, so ensure you do the minimum.

Look at the variety of deeds that Allah loves in just one hadith:

As for the three whom
Allah loves, (they are) a man who meets a group of the enemy, so he keeps fighting them
until he is killed or he penetrates (the enemy lines) for his companions to follow; people
whose journey at night becomes so long that they long to touch the ground, so they make
camp, but one of them stays aside and prays until he wakes them up to resume their
journey; and a man who has a neighbour who disturbs him but he bears the annoyance
with patience until they are separated by the death or departure of one ofthem.15

10. Respecting the rights of others and being dutiful to them. Most importantly and specifically
observing Birr towards parents, preserving the ties of kinship and being good to neighbours

11. Speaking only that which is good, otherwise remaining silent.

12. Avoiding bad and negative company. Being wary of associating with people, friends or peers who
will have a negative effect on iman. This is one of the greatest factors that leads brothers to sin
and weakness.

13. Protecting yourself from all types of haram:

Lowering the gaze, protecting the private parts, covering the awrah, guarding against
freemixing with women in that which is not necessary.

NOTES FROM THE TALK BY SHAYKH ‘ABDUL QAYYUM

Imam Ahmad narrated that Al-Harith Al-Ash'ari said that the Prophet of Allah (saw) said:

Qlllah commanded Yahya bin Zakariya (as) to implement five commands and
to order the Children of Israel to implement them, but Yahya was slow in
carrying out these commands. 'Isa (as) said to Yahya, 'You were ordered to
implement five commands and to order the Children of Israel to implement
them. So either order, or I will do it." Yahya said, 'My brother! I fear that if you
do it before me, I will be punished or the earth will be shaken under my feet.'

Hence, Yahya bin Zakariya called the Children of Israel to Bayt Al-Maqdis
(Jerusalem), until they filled the Masjid. He sat on the balcony, thanked Allah
and praised him and then said,

‘Allah ordered me to implement five commandments and that I should order
you to adhere to them.

The first is that you worship Allah alone and not associate any with Him. The
example of this command is the example of a man who bought a servant from
his money with paper or gold. The servant started to work for the master, but
was paying the profits to another person. Who among you would like his
servant to do that? Allah created you and sustains you. Therefore, worship Him
alone and do not associate anything with Him.

I also command you to pray, for Allah directs His Face towards His servant's
face, as long as the servant does not turn away. So when you pray, do not turn
your heads to and fro.

I also command you to fast. The example of it is the example of a man in a
group of men and he has some musk wrapped in a piece of cloth, and
consequently, all of the group smells the scent of the wrapped musk. Verily, the
odor of the mouth of a fasting person is better before Allah than the scent of
musk.

I also command you to give charity. The example of this is the example of a
man who was captured by the enemy. They tied his hands to his neck and
brought him forth to cut off his neck. He said to them, 'Can I pay a ransom for
myself?' He kept ransoming himself with small and large amounts until he
liberated himself.

I also command you to always remember Allah. The example of this deed is that
of a man who the enemy is tirelessly pursuing. He takes refuge in a fortified
fort. When the servant remembers Allah, he will be resorting to the best refuge
from Satan

There is a story related from Ibnul Jawzi: One day Musa (as) was doing du’a to Allah. Jibril (as) came and
found Iblis had come to misguide Musa (as). Jibril (as) said to him “what are you doing Iblis? You are
approaching the Prophet of Allah and trying to misguide him when he is talking to Allah? How can you
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have any hope in doing so?” Iblis replied: “Why shouldn’t [ have hope when I was able to misguide his
father while he was still in Jannah?”

SALAH

From the hadith that we are discussing, I will only focus on one aspect that is important in our discussion
related to personal ‘ibadah. Thatis salah. The importance of salah is well known to you all. What we
most lack in is our ability to perform the salah well and in its proper way. Let us look at what Imam Ibnul
Qayyim al-Jawziyyah said related to the degress of those who offer prayer.

Imam Ibn Qayyim said:

And mankind, with regard to their performance of prayer are in five levels:

THE FIRST:

The level of the one who is negligent and wrongs his soul: He is the one who falls short in performing
wudhoo (ablution) properly, performing the prayer upon its time and within its specified limits, and in
fulfilling its essential pillars.

THE SECOND:

The one who guards his prayers upon their proper times and within their specified limits, fulfils their
essential pillars and performs his wudhoo with care. However, his striving (in achieving the above) is
wasted due whisperings in his prayer so he is taken away by thoughts and ideas.

THE THIRD:

The one who guards his prayers within the specified limits, fulfils their essential pillars and strives with
himself to repel the whisperings, thoughts and ideas. He is busy struggling against his enemy (Shaytaan or

Satan) so that he does not steal from the prayer. On account of this he is engaged in (both) prayer and
jihad.

THE FOURTH:

The one who stands for the prayer, completes and perfects its due rights, its essential pillars, performs it
within its specified limits and his heart becomes engrossed in safeguarding its rights and specified limits,
so that nothing is wasted from it. His whole concern is directed towards its establishment, its completion
and its perfection, as it should be. His heart is immersed in the prayer and in enslavement to his Lord the
Exalted.

THE FIFTH:

The one who stands for the prayer like the one mentioned above. However, on top of this, he has taken
and placed his heart in front of his Lord Azzawajall, looking towards Him with his heart with anticipation,
(his heart) filled with His love and His might, as if he sees and witnesses Allah. The whisperings, thoughts
and ideas have vanished and the coverings which are between him and his Lord are raised. What is
between this person and others with respect to the prayer, is superior and greater than what is between
the heavens and the earth. This person is busy with his Lord Azzawajall, delighted with Him.

The First type will be punished,
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the second type will be held to account,
the third will have his sins and shortcomings expiated,
the fourth will be rewarded

and the fifth will be close to his Lord, because he will receive the portion of the one who makes his prayer
the delight and pleasure of his eye. Whoever makes his prayer, the delight and pleasure of his eye, will
have the nearness to his Lord Azzawajall made the delight and pleasure of his eye in the hereafter. He will
also be made a pleasure to the eye in this world since whoever makes Allah the pleasure of his eye in this
world, every other eye will become delighted and pleased with him.

STAGES OF LIFE

EXAMPLES OF DEVIATING AFTER GUIDANCE ARE MANY

The prophet (saw) was the one who gave tarbiyyah and steadfastness to others. When he passed away, it
was a test to see how steadfast people are. Many Arab groups committed ridda. Had it not been for Abu
Bakr (ra), perhaps the entire peninsula would have been apostate. Lots of fitnah happened. They thought
“whats the point?”

In the time of sahabah, the people who supported Ali (Ra), began as support for ahlul-bayt but ended up
as shirk

Imam Malik started teaching in Madinah. A bright student came to him and discussed the issue of major
sins and whether that makes a person becomes kafir. Imam Malik explained the correct position
repeatedly but the man didn’t accept and then went to another pillar and started his own class. This was

Awf ibn Malik reported that the Prophet (saw) said:

EXAMPLES IN MODERN TIMES

EXTREME TAKFIRI TO EXTREME LIBERALS

In the modern times we are experiencing some people who gathered from around the world in
Afghanistan during the Soviet occupation and they went through the jihad experience, then became takfiri
and then returned to their lands and now they have become extreme liberals.

KHILFAH TO SECULARISM

Others called for khilafah who worked hard and exerted so much effort in this - time, money and hard
work. It was not the priority of the A A 8 >ardl Hid not follow the stages. They claimed that the way is to

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go the other way and begin top down. They call it the concept of nusrah. This is not applicable. They
performed lots of demos and lots of letters and all this is wasted. You go to the active brother from this
group, clean shaven, tight jeans and tell him “do you know that you will be the first to be punished?” This
phenomenon is happening to these brothers - look at majid nawaz now campaigning for separation of
religion and state.

CORRECT PATH TO DEVIATION

Within the movement of ikhwan also. We have influential figures who became inspirations for others.
But the test of media has really affected them. Fame, loftiness, and the temptations of leadership. Once
you start gathering large numbers of people, you then start to believe in your ownself and then want to
start amending the school that put you there in the first place! This certain individual from this group
once said: “I take myself as the leader of the Muslims”.

Another person, Tariq Ramadan, has developed even more dangerous ideas. He started an argument that
is not relevant regarding hudud. For the sake of flirting with the west and the media and to convince them
that we are ‘good peaceful Muslims’. A third thinker shocked me when he went to Denmark re: the
cartoon issue they went and began another flirting session that “you are people of the book and you
people have cursed Jesus before this and you have even cursed God himself and you don’t realise that
Muhammad is a Prophet so you are cursing him...etc”

Even Shaykh Qaradawi told us that this is a phase of extreme anger for what they have done. They have
mocked and ridiculed the Messenger of Allah (saw). For these Muslims (so called leaders) to go to
Denmark and adopt a different line - they have broken the unity of the Ummah.

WHAT® GOING WRONG?

I told the brothers ages ago about Hamza Yusuf that his manhaj is different from yours. He is a good
speaker and attracted many people and this is what made people attached to them.

There are more examples of deviation. Why? Is it midlife crisis? Is it the fact that they don’t want to take
any more murabbis? Is it the effects of living in the west and its pressures?

Take a look at the MCB. The MCB is always tested. The issue of holocaust came and this is clearly an issue
of ‘ageedah. Another test came with the issue around Dawud Abdullah and his attendance of the
conference re: gaza. Butlook how the woman who called for his resignation is now out of office and look
how Dawud Abdullah is still in his position. Allahu akbar.

On a personal level we may be clear in our thinking but our actions and dealings become weak. Our
dunya distracts us, freemixing, being lax with the boundaries of Allah etc can lead us to wavering and then
deviating from the straight path.

Imam Ibn Qayyim gives the example of a man who gave adhan for forty years and then went to the roof of
the masjid one day and happened to see the daughter of a Christian man who lived next door. He then
went to the door and asked the woman to marry him at any cost. The woman says that he is muslim so he
cant marry a non-muslim woman. He agrees that he will change his religion but he has to go and do
iqamah. As he gets up to do iqamah, he falls and dies...

A few hairs on our chin does not distinguish us. It is our actions.

Look at Surah al-Asr. Allah tells us all people are going to Hell. Everyone is actually off the right path and
will not be successful except for a few who qualify:

2. Practical implementation of the Deen. Iman and actions. Iman increases with good deeds. Acting
on the Deen helps one to stay firm on the Deen.

3. Beingin touch with the stories of the prophets and the sahabah who came before us. What did
Ibrahim (as) say when inthe fire? OEAOAEUAIT | AEO xIdokhtEhd dxpedienckok EAAT 8 6 8
Musa (as) in front of a tyrant.

4. Duf - sometime we make A O 8nfy when we have run out of practical solutions. Look at the
Messenger (saw) making A O 8t Ae time of Badr. This is the most powerful means of achieving
steadfastness especially at the accepted times.

5. Constant remembrance of Allah gives you strength and firmness. Remember the test Yusuf (as)
went through when the woman invited him. Hesaid: O1 A8 AAEAT 1 Ad

6. Tarbiyyah - don’t underestimate this. Tarbiyyah of iman and ‘aqeedah. This tarbiyyah of iman
has always been a problem for many Islamic groups. This is why this phenomenon of slipping
and deviating. In the fifties, the group gathered people together and gathering...The tarbiyyah
needs to be based on the daleel. It is not sufficient to follow certain scholars or leaders. But this
tarbiyyah needs to be relevant to the time and place. Not 40days as some people do and not
suited to the lifestyle of centuries ago. Our deen is comprehensive and universal:

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This distinguishes the right movement. Our message is universal.

The gradual tarbiyyah is required. People who are brought up on the correct tarbiyyah that
adheres to the correct gradual and progressive approach, these people will withstand any fitnah.
Look at Khabab (ra) and the torture that he went through, his back being burned. Bilal (ra) with
the stone on his chest. Yet they didn’t change the religion. Where did this thabaat come from?
The confidence in your manhaj and your path. You must be convinced on your way and be sure
to sacrifice your life upon it.

7. The practice of da’'wah is very important. How can I call to something and then do the opposite.
When you perform da’'wah, you are in a way preventing yourself from deviation by making the
same message appear in your own actions. $ A 8 XpFotects you. Al-harakah, barakah. Some
people say that da’wah is only for Imams and scholars.

8. We need to be in the company of the righteous and the guided people. The scholars and the
imams and the brothers of righteousness. Ali ibn madani: “Allah granted steadfastness to the
Muslims with Abu Bakr and with Imam Ahmad.” We hear about Imam ibn Taymiyyah and Ibn
Qayyim etc have said that we were always tested. They were not only scholars and writers but
they were also mujahideen. They said, whenever we started getting scared or weak we went to
Shaykh ibn Taymiyyah and we were revived.

9. We have to bear in mind that victory is for Islam and Muslims
Inamal ‘usri yusra...yusr mentioned twice to overcome the difficulty
Example of ‘why don’t you pray for us?...”

10. Distinguishing the batil and who the enemies are, both from the outside the circle of islam and
within the circle of islam. This needs to be done otherwise people will not be able to recognize
the truth for what it is and then will not be able to follow it.

11. The akhlaq of steadfastness - taking things gradually and persistently is important

12. Remembrance of death.

One thing that bothers me is that there is not clear distinction. Shia are NOT ahlus sunnah. - 086 OB UEI| E
NOT ahlus sunnah. Ashariis not ahlus sunnah. This distinction needs to be there.

There is difference between what the Imam did and contributed and what his family are doing today. The
truth is not a monopoly that belongs to one group or organization, rather the truth is for those who
adhere to it.
